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SWAMI VIVEKANANDA: LIFE SKETCH, VIEWS ON RELIGION AND SOCIETY, 

NATIONALISM AND NEO-VEDANTA, SOCIALISM, SPIRITUAL DEMOCRACY 

Introduction 

Swami Vivekananda was one of the greatest spiritual leaders, social reformers, and nationalist 

thinkers of modern India.

Life Sketch of Swami Vivekananda 

His original name was 

Narendranath Datta. His father Vishwanath Datta was a lawyer, and his mother Bhuvaneshwari 

Devi was deeply religious. From childhood, Vivekananda possessed a sharp intellect, spiritual 

curiosity, and strong personality. 

He received modern education in philosophy, literature, history, and Western thought. During 

his youth, he became deeply interested in spirituality and searched for answers regarding God, 

truth, and human existence. This search ultimately led him to Sri Ramakrishna Paramhansa, 

who became his spiritual guru. 

Under the guidance of Ramakrishna Paramhansa, Vivekananda realized the importance of 

Vedanta and universal spirituality.

In 1893, Vivekananda represented India at the Parliament of Religions in Chicago. His famous 

speech beginning with “Sisters and Brothers of America” earned worldwide recognition. 

Through his speech, he introduced Indian spirituality, Vedanta, and universal brotherhood to 

the world. 



He later established the Ramakrishna Mission in 1897 to promote education, social service, 

and spiritual development. Swami Vivekananda passed away on 4 July 1902 at the age of 

thirty-nine, but his ideas continue to inspire millions of people. 
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Views on Religion 

Religion occupied a central place in the philosophy of Swami Vivekananda. However, he 

interpreted religion in a broad and universal manner. According to him, religion was not merely 

ritualism, superstition, or blind faith. True religion meant realization of the divinity present 

within every human being. 

Vivekananda believed that all religions are different paths leading toward the same truth. 

Therefore, he emphasized religious tolerance, universal brotherhood, and harmony among 

religions. He rejected religious fanaticism and communal hatred. 

According to Vivekananda: 

“Each soul is potentially divine.” 

He argued that spirituality should lead to service of humanity. For him, serving the poor and 

suffering people was equivalent to serving God. He popularized the idea: 

“Daridra Narayan” — seeing God in the poor. 

Vivekananda emphasized practical religion. He believed that religion should help individuals 

become morally strong, fearless, disciplined, and socially responsible. Religion should 

contribute toward social welfare rather than creating divisions within society. 

He also argued that Indian spirituality was superior because it promoted tolerance, unity, peace, 

and universal acceptance. 
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Views on Society 

Swami Vivekananda was deeply concerned about the social condition of India. During his 

travels across the country, he witnessed poverty, ignorance, caste discrimination, and 

exploitation. He believed that social progress could be achieved only through education, moral 

development, and empowerment of the masses. 

Vivekananda strongly criticized social evils such as caste discrimination, untouchability, and 

oppression. Although he appreciated certain aspects of the traditional social order, he opposed 

social practices that humiliated lower castes and deprived people of dignity.

Nationalism of Swami Vivekananda

famous call: 

“Arise, Awake and Stop Not Till the Goal is Reached” 

became a source of inspiration for Indian youth and freedom fighters. 

Many nationalist leaders such as Subhas Chandra Bose, Aurobindo Ghosh, and Mahatma 

Gandhi were influenced by his ideas. 
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Neo-Vedanta 

Swami Vivekananda was one of the major proponents of Neo-Vedanta. Neo-Vedanta refers 

to the modern interpretation of Vedantic philosophy adapted to contemporary society. 

Traditional Vedanta mainly focused on spiritual liberation, but Vivekananda expanded it to 

include: 

 Social service 

 Human welfare 

 Equality 

 Universal brotherhood 

According to Neo-Vedanta: 

 Every individual possesses divine potential. 

 Humanity is one. 

 Service to humanity is service to God. 

 Spirituality and social action should go together. 

Vivekananda attempted to make Vedanta practical and socially relevant. He believed that 

spirituality should not isolate individuals from society but should motivate them to work for 

collective welfare. 



Neo-Vedanta also promoted religious harmony and acceptance of all faiths. Vivekananda 

presented Vedanta as a universal philosophy capable of promoting peace and unity across the 

world.

However, Vivekananda’s socialism was different from Marxist socialism. His socialism was 

based upon:

He did not support violent revolution or class conflict. Instead, he emphasized moral 

transformation, compassion, and service to humanity as the means for achieving social justice.  

According to Vivekananda, the educated and privileged sections of society have a moral 

responsibility to serve the poor and backward classes. 

Spiritual Democracy 

One of the most important contributions of Swami Vivekananda is the concept of Spiritual 

Democracy. According to this idea, every individual possesses equal spiritual worth and 

divine potential. 



Vivekananda believed that true democracy cannot survive merely through political 

institutions. It requires:

Spiritual democracy emphasizes respect for all individuals regardless of caste, religion, 

gender, or social status. It promotes:
